Westmead Research Hub 

Centre for Cell and Gene Therapy

The Westmead Research Hub, based on one of the largest healthcare precincts in the southern hemisphere, encompasses two Area Health Services and three Medical Research Institutes. The Centre for Cell and Gene Therapy (CCGT) is part of the newly established cellular therapeutics platform on the Westmead campus. The Centre comprises 4 specialised cleanrooms within two hospitals on the Westmead campus with a third facility on campus currently being planned. The range of activities currently being undertaking on the campus is diverse, and includes well-established clinical services and experimental programs in human cell transplantation at Westmead Hospital, and a developing gene therapy capacity at The Children’s Hospital at Westmead (CHW). 
The Centre is seeking an experienced Cellular Therapies Facility Coordinator to oversee the operation and strategic development of the Centre. While the position is offered as a full-time 2 year contract, there is a possibility to negotiate secondment from an existing NSW Area Health Service.  Contract extension beyond two years is a possibility based on funding and performance.  Successful applicants will be employed through The Children’s Hospital at Westmead, on behalf of the Hub partners.
Cellular Therapies Facility Coordinator
Temporary Full-time  / 2 years

The Facilities Coordinator will be responsible for the overall operation of the existing cell therapy infrastructure and will facilitate expansion, access and an increase in the profile of the Centre. This encompasses a range of strategic, management, operational and technical roles. A major component of the position is to attract and co-ordinate the use of the facility by interested third parties from industry or elsewhere within the health system. 

Criteria
1. Relevant tertiary qualifications or experience in health care / pharmaceutical / engineering 

2. A sound understanding of, or experience with, the production of cell based products
3. Demonstrated project management expertise 

4. Demonstrated ability to develop effective, collaborative working relationships and partnerships at all levels in a complex organisation environment with multiple stakeholders including experience in facilitation and negotiation

5. Demonstrated ability to determine situational needs, drive process and deliver practical solutions / outcomes with a ‘hands-on’ approach.

6. Excellent communication skills, both verbal and written, including reports, business plans and agreements.
7. Experience in preparation of funding submissions and financial management
8. High-level of IT literacy, particularly in databases, document control and web-based programs.

9. Sound understanding of risk management and compliance issues; and an ability to grasp and articulate complex technical and commercial issues

10. Exposure to and understanding of the regulatory framework surrounding the use of human cells and tissues in Australia including GMP
